3.  Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable injustice.  The evidence of record reveals that the applicant was one point short of a good retirement year for the Retirement Year Ending (RYE) 19 Nov 95.  While there is no indication that her points were erroneously credited for this period, after reviewing the facts and mitigating circumstances involved in this case and in view of the applicant’s history of active participation, we believe that it is in the interest of justice to afford the applicant the relief that would give her the additional one point necessary for a good retirement year.  Accordingly, we recommend that the applicant’s records be corrected as indicated below.
