After reviewing the evidence of record, it appears that the applicant's appointment in the Air Force Reserve was on 12 January 2002 and he was notified to report for in-processing on 15 January 2002.  While applicant's extended active duty orders reflect he was to report on 3 February 2002, we note the orders in question were issued on 31 July 2001.  In view of the evidence of record, we believe that the applicant's request should be approved.  Therefore, we recommend his records be corrected to the extent indicated below.
