We took notice of the applicant’s complete submission in judging the merits of the case; however, a Majority of the Board agrees with the opinion and recommendation of the Air Force and adopts its rationale as the basis for our conclusion that the applicant has not been the victim of an error or injustice.  As noted, sale of a home does not constitute justification to change member’s record.  In view of the above, the majority finds no basis upon which to recommend favorable action on this application.
