STATEMENT OF FACTS:

Applicant is a former enlisted member of the Air Force who served on active duty from 22 Apr 85 to 24 Jan 88.
Her DD Form 214 issued in conjunction with her 24 Jan 88 discharge indicates she was awarded no decorations.

AIR FORCE EVALUATION:

AFPC/DPPPR recommends disapproval based on the fact that no special orders were found in applicant’s military record to substantiate the claim.
Since the special order is the official document that authorizes the decoration, they are unable to verify her entitlement to the AFAM.

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

1.
The applicant has exhausted all remedies provided by existing law or regulations.

2.
The application was not timely filed; however, it is in the interest of justice to excuse the failure to timely file.

3.
Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of error or injustice.  Applicant contends that she was awarded the AFAM as evidence by the signed Certificate/Citation she has provided; however, her copy of the special order awarding her the decoration was destroyed by water while her belongings were in storage.  Based on the documentation provided, and in an effort to remove any possibility of an injustice to the applicant, we recommend that her record be corrected to the extent indicated below.

THE BOARD RECOMMENDS THAT:

The pertinent military records of the Department of the Air Force relating to APPLICANT, be corrected to show that the DD Form 214, Certificate of Release or Discharge from Active Duty, issued in conjunction with her 24 January 1988 separation, be amended in Item 13, Decorations, Medals, Badges, Citations and Campaign Ribbons Awarded or Authorized, to include the Air Force Achievement Medal.
