APPLICANT REQUESTS THAT:

His officer performance report (OPR) closing 4 May 02 be corrected to reflect his Duty Title as “Assistant Director, C-17 Contingency Cell,” and the corrected OPR be added to his master personnel record.

APPLICANT CONTENDS THAT:

His earlier OPR’s were either altered or omitted by former 06 and 07 officers.  His wing commander was fired and removed from the Air Force Reserve.  He did not receive any OPRs or medals upon his retirement after 30 years of service.

STATEMENT OF FACTS:

Applicant was commissioned a second lieutenant in the Reserve of the Air Force on 10 May 73.  He was progressively promoted to the rank of lieutenant colonel with an effective date and date of rank of 1 Oct 92.  
Applicant’s record reflects his Duty Title as Assistant to the Commander, effective 4 Nov 00.  On 5 Nov 02, his Duty Title was updated to Operations Mgt Officer.  

On 2 Sep 06, he was transferred to the Retired Reserve Awaiting Pay at Age 60.  He was credited with 28 years, 3 months, and 23 days of satisfactory Federal service.

AIR FORCE EVALUATION:

HQ ARPC/DPB reviewed this application and recommended denial.  Corrections can be made to the duty title history administratively but require verification by either an AF Form 2096, Classification/On the Job Training Action, or OPR duty title.  The MSM citation is not considered a valid source document to verify a duty title

APPLICANT'S REVIEW OF AIR FORCE EVALUATION:

A copy of the Air Force evaluation was forwarded to the applicant on 30 Mar 07 for review and comment within 30 days.  As of this date, no response has been received by this office (Exhibit D).

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

1.  The applicant has exhausted all remedies provided by existing law or regulations.

2.  The application was not timely filed; however, it is in the interest of justice to excuse the failure to timely file.

3.  Insufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of an error or an injustice.  The Board noted the comments provided by the applicant and the evidence submitted in his behalf; however, the Director, Selection Board Secretariat, has conducted a thorough review of the evidence of record and addressed the issue presented by the applicant and we are in agreement with his opinion and recommendation.  Therefore, we adopt the rationale expressed as the basis for our decision that the applicant has failed to sustain his burden of having suffered either an error or injustice.  In the absence of persuasive evidence to the contrary, we find no compelling basis to recommend granting the relief sought in this application.
