THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of an injustice.  In this, respect, although we find no evidence of an error in this case, after a thorough review of the available evidence of record along with the applicant's submissions, we believe he has established reasonable doubt as to whether or not his reduction in rank was too harsh.  Accordingly we believe the benefit of doubt in this matter should be resolved in his favor.  It is our opinion that the appropriate action in this case would be to correct his record to show that upon his discharge from the Air Force he was restored to the rank of T/4.  Therefore, we recommend his records be corrected as indicated below.
