CONSIDERATION OF ADDITIONAL EVIDENCE:
11.  On 24 August 2005 new information was received from the applicant in regard to the decision of the Army Board for Correction of Military Records (ABCMR) in Docket Number AR20050000877, dated 18 August 2005.

12.  The evidence submitted consists of Headquarters, Division Support Command, Permanent Orders 054-03, undated and Headquarters, 82d Airborne Division Permanent Orders 151-81, dated 31 May 2003, both for awards of the Army Commendation Medal.
ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS:

2.  At the time of the decision of the ABCMR in Docket Number AR20050000877, dated 18 August 2005, it was the intent of the ABCMR to make the applicant’s record as administratively correct as it should properly have been at the time.
