CONCLUSION 

Upon review and consideration of all the evidence of record, and especially i n  light of the 
contents of ericlosi~re (2), the Board tinds the existence of an injustice warranting the 
following corrective action. 
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RECOMMENDATION: 

That Petitioner's naval record be corrected, where appropriate, to show that the enlistment of 
2 October 2001 is in the ratelgrade of MA21ES vice SNlE3. 

a. That a copy of this Report of Proceedings be filed i n  Petitioner's naval record.
