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CONCLUSION:

Upon review and consideration of all the evidence of record the
Board concludes that Petitioner's request warrants favorable
action. The Board notes Petitioner’s nearly 11 years of
excellent service, land that she was apparently only assigned an
RE-4 reenlistment c¢ode because she was not eligible for
reenlistment due to parenthood. Given the circumstances, the
Board believes that no useful purpose is served by the RE-4
reenlistment code and concludes it should now be changed to the
less restrictive -3B reenlistment code. This code will alert
recruiters that her parenthood problems must be resolved before
reenlistment is authorized.

The Board further concludes that this Report of Proceedings
should be filed in Petitioner's naval record so that all future
reviewers will understand the reason for the change in the
reenlistment code.

RECOMMENDATION:
a. That Petitioner's naval record be corrected to show that on 3

October 1997 she was assigned an RE-3B reenlistment code vice the
RE-4 reenlistment code now of record.
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and having assured |compliance with its provisions, it is hereby
announced that the [foregoing corrective action, taken under the
authority of reference (a), has been approved by the Board on
behalf of the Secrgtary of the Navy.
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
