This is in reference to your application for correction of your
naval record pursuant to the provisions of Title 10 of the United
States Code section 1552.

A three-member panel of the Board for Correction of Naval
Records, sitting in executive session, considered your
application on 28 October 2003. Your allegations of error and
injustice were reviewed in accordance with administrative
regulations and procedures applicable to the proceedings of this
Board. Documentary material considered by the Board consisted of
your application,
thereof,

together with all material submitted in support
your naval record and applicable statutes, regulations

and policies.

After careful and conscientious consideration of the entire
record, the Board found that the evidence submitted was
insufficient to establish the existence of probable material
error or injustice.

You enlisted in the Navy on 1 October 1952 at age 17. During the
period from 24 June 1953 to 15 January 1954, you were convicted
by three special courts-martial. Your offenses were three
periods of unauthorized absence totaling about 68 days. A fourth
special court-martial convened on 2 June 1954 and convicted you
of an unauthorized absence of about 38 days. The court sentenced
you to reduction to pay grade E-l,
month for three months,

forfeiture of $50 pay per
confinement at hard labor for three

months and a bad conduct
